Bible Verses

1. NOT OLD ENOUGH -When I was a child, I talked like a child, I thought like a child, I reasoned like a child.  When I became a man, I put childish ways behind me.  1 Corinthians 13:11 

2. UNHEALTHY -Whatever is true, whatever is noble, whatever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable, if anything is excellent or praiseworthy—think about such things.  Phil.4: 8

Your eyes are too pure to look on evil; Habakkuk 1:13

3. CAN’T AFFORD IT - Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust destroy, and where thieves break in and steal.
